Treasurers Report:
Marlene Guerin reported the following:
· Regional race concessions earned $394 
· Regional race T-shirt sales were $276 – Boosters get 20%
· Boosters received $100 from Wakoh for Last Chance t-shirt sales
· XC Banquets balanced out with collections and expenses
· Have received a bill for $275 from custodians for Saints Challenge
· Have had trailer repairs  at $174
· State XC meet expenses were paid 
· Current balance is $13,424 in bank 




Central Boosters Report:
Ben Deutsch

· Scholarships have increased to $1250 for 2011-2012 academic year
· Terra Moody was inducted into East’s Hall of Fame in January 
· Central Boosters are looking for a Maintenance Tech 
· Booster Clubs strategy meetings have been held for discussion about all Booster Clubs – first meeting reviewed East and North’s clubs – second meeting looked at how money is distributed – the two schools do handle money differently – third meeting would discuss what works and what doesn’t – any changes most likely won’t impact the 2012-2013 academic year 
· East AD – are four candidates, interviews are Friday, Jan 27 – plan is to have decision by end of January – internal by end of March/external by July – two current interims are done at end of January/another interim will fill in for remainder of time between hiring and placement – 
· Swimming warm-ups request did pass at last meeting
· Boys/girls water polo are requesting money from Central Boosters for shot clocks.  The ones currently at East are in violation of water polo requirements.  The clocks can also be used for pace clocks for boys/girls swim teams – are asking for $2600 from Central Boosters for total cost without contribution from the teams since this is a multiple sport request – Ben requested a motion to vote on approval or disapproval of this Central Boosters request – Approval motion passed
· Chris Bosworth reported a request will be made to Central Boosters from Boys/Girls Running Saints for a Sprint 8 at approximately $969.

New Business
Track Equipment Needs for 2012 season:
· 2 Shot puts for girls - $60 each
· 2 Pole vault poles - $425 each
· 6 new Starting blocks – $159 each
· 5 Extended height, collapsible, practice hurdles - $40 each
· 1 Measuring tape - $20 each
· Motion to approve purchase as noted above – Cheryl Martines; Jane Deutsch seconded -  motion carried

Discussion concerning a request for 10 Hurdles - $200 each - $2000 take to Central Boosters at a future date
Ben will discuss with Bruce about going to Central Boosters with this request 

Ben reminded all there is $50/year per coach to attend a coaching clinic; Bosworth mentioned that expense had been paid.  There is a $600 line item in the RS Boosters budget for $600 to be used at the coach’s discretion.

Ben reminded all there is a need to be thinking about planning for new leadership in Running Saints as many involved are parents of junior and senior students who will be graduating.

The banquets need to be planned for track season – banquets will be separate this year – Trish Gentry is girl’s rep – Charlene Mende is boys’ rep

Bergeson meet  is March 10 – will be asking each athlete for $5 to pay for coaches lunch

There is an Officials’ clinic for track on January 28 – ADs are asking for parents help in timing meets, etc.  Bob Martines will send out a Google blast asking for parent volunteers to come to training to help with indoor/outdoor meets – fee is $20 – 9 a.m.

Bob Martines mentioned track/xc records are not hanging in gym 

Old Business:
· Saints Challenge – Ben reported a request has been made to forest preserve for the race – insurance is needed  with an approximate $150 charge – other plans are still in progress
